While visiting Santa's Wonderland, you all will embark on a journey through a magical Christmas Village, replete with 
enchanting Light Tunnels and extraordinary, one-of-a-kind custom displays narrating the Christmas story with a Texan twist. 
Visitors can even enjoy tubing down Texas's only "Real Snow” Mountain at Frostbite's West Pole or engage in exhilarating ice 
skating beneath the radiant Texan night sky at our Illuminations outdoor arena. And don't miss our Texas-sized snow play 
area—a sight to behold. You won't believe the world-class entertainment happening every single night throughout the park!

Additionally, there's a walkable Trail of Lights featuring a live nativity scene, o�ering families an opportunity to connect with 
the true spirit of Christmas.
